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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

BETWEEN

GOA UNIVERSITY, GOA,

INDIA AND

SCIENCES PO LYON, LYON, FRANCE

Goa University, Goa, India (hereinafter called GU) and Sciences Po Lyon (hereinafter
called Sciences Po Lyon) establish hereby a formal understanding of cooperation ana
friendship which is intended to further academic objectives of each institution and to

promote better understanding between the faculty and students of GU and the faculty
and students of Sciences Po Lyon.

Under this Memorandum of Understanding, the two institutions will proceed to
implement the following endeavors and exchanges of materials and personnel.

Areas of Cooperation

Cooperation shall be carried out, subject to availability of funds anad approval of the
competent .authority of GU and Sciences Po Lyon through such activities or programmes

as.

1. Exchange of faculty members

2. Exchange of students
3. Jointresearch activities

4. Participation in seminars and academic meetings

S. Exchange of academic materials and other information

6. Special short-term academic programmes

7. Exchange of Administrative Managers/Coordinators

8. Joint cultural Programmes

The terms of such mutual cooperation and necessary budget for each specific programme
and activity that is implemented under the terms of this MOU shall be mutually discussed

and agreed upon in writing by both parties prior to the initiation of the particular
programme or activity and the terms of such programme shall be negotiated on an annual




basis. Each university will designate a Liaison Officer to develop and coordinate specific
activities or programmes.

Scope of the Cooperation

The areas of cooperation include, subject to mutual consent, any Programme offered at

either university as felt desirable and feasible on either side and that both sides feel can
contribute to fostering and development of cooperative relationships between the two

universities.

The assistance to be provided by each of the contracting parties will be teaching, research,
exchange of faculty and students, and staff development, etc. as deemed beneficial by the
two Institutions.

The cooperation will be focused on the following fields of study initially;

1 exchange of students

2. exchange of faculty members
3. joint research activities

The Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) shall remain in force for a period of three years
from the date it is signed by the appropriate officials of the two universities. It may further
be extended or amended with the written agreement of both parties. This MoU may be
terminated by either party subject to the delivery of six months advance notice, In writing.

At GU the Vice-Chancellor's Secretariat will oversee the implementation of the MoU. At
Sciences Po Lyon, the International Strategy Development and Partnership Department will
oversee the implementation of the MoU.

Both parties understand that all financial arrangements will have to be negotiated and will
depend on the availability of funas.

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ADDENDUM TO THE MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

BETWEEN SCIENCES PO LYON
AND

GOA UNIVERSITY

In order to further strengthen the cooperation between the two universities we hereby agree to establish the following
reciprocal student exchange programme based upon principles of mutual benefit.

1. Each year, during the term of this Addendum, one university may send up to 3 students, either undergraduate or graduate,

to be enrolled at the other university. It is understood that a balance in the number of students exchanged shall be sought
over a five-year period.

2. Students will be selected by their home university on the basis of academic merit and suitability for study at the host
university. The names and details of the students shall be submitted to the host university beforehand for approval. The
host university reserves the right to reject candidates, in which case additional candidates may be proposed.

3. Exchange students shall be enrolled as non-degree students at the host university with credit to be transferred back to the

home university. The duration of the students’ stay shall be one year or one semester. Transcripts will be provided to the
home university.

4. Exchange students shall be subject to the rules and requlations of the host-university and country. They will also have the
rights and privileges enjoyed by all students of the host university.

5. Exchange students shall be entitled to participate in any pre-academic courses or programmes that are arranged for foreign
students at the host university.

6. Exchange students shall pay whatever fees required of them by their home university in order to participate in the
programme and shall be exempt from paying tuition and academic fees to the host university.

7. Each university shall make every reasonable effort to assist exchange students in finding suitable accommodation. The
payment of housing costs and payment for all travel, medical insurance and subsistence costs shall be the responsibility of
the individual student participating in the programme and neither university shall be held liable for such charges. Students

selected shall prove their home university that they have adequate funds for transportation to and from the home
university and for subsistence during their stay.

8. The Strateqy Development and International Partnerships Office of Sciences Po Lyon and the International Office of Goa
University shall be the offices responsible for the administration of this student exchange programme.

9. This Addendum shall become effective on the date of signing and for five years. It may be automatically renewed for

successive five-year periods unless either university gives the other written notice of its desire either to terminate or to
revise the Addendum twelve months prior to the termination of a given five-year period.

ENTRE SCIENCES PO LYON

Atin de renforcer la coopération entre les deux établissements, nous convenons d’établir sur une base de reciprocité et fondé sur
le principe d‘intérét mutuel le programme d‘échange d'étudiants ci-dessous.

1.  Chaque année, pendant la durée de cet addendum, chaque établissement peut envoyer jusqu’a 3 etudiants de 1er ou de

2eme cycle pour étre inscrits dans l'université partenaire. Il est convenu de tout faire pour obtenir un equilibre du nombre
des etudiants en échange au terme de la période de cing ans.

2. Les etudiants seront sélectionnés par leur université d’origine sur la base des résultats universitaires et de ‘aptitude a
effectuer des études au sein de l'université d’accueil. Les noms et données des étudiants doivent étre soumis

prealablement a l'université d'accueil pour approbation. L'université d’accueil se réserve le droit de refuser des candidats.
Dans ce cas de figure, des candidats supplémentaires peuvent étre proposés.

3. Les etudiants en échange doivent étre inscrits comme étudiants non-diplomeés a 'université d'accueil qui leur attribue des

credits qui seront transférés a leur université d’origine. La durée de sejour des étudiants est d’un semestre ou d'une année
universitaire. Leurs releves de notes seront envoyés a leur université d'origine.

4.  Les etudiants en échange sont soumis aux réglements de I'université d’accueil et du pays d'accueil. lls auront également les
droits et priviléges dont jouissent tous les étudiants de l'université d’accueil.

4. Les etudiants en échange peuvent participer a des programmes ou cours universitaires de préeparation que l'université
d'accueil organise pour des étudiants étrangers.

5. Les etudiants en échange paient tous les frais requis par leur université d’origine pour participer au le programme d'échange
et ils sont exonérés des frais de scolarité et d’autres frais connexes & I'université d’accueil.

6. Chaque université fournira des efforts raisonnables pour aider les étudiants en echange a trouver un logement approprié.
Les frais de logement et le paiement des frais de voyage et de séjour ainsi que d‘assurance de santé relévent de la
responsabilite individuelle de I'étudiant qui participe au programme et aucun des deux établissements ne peut étre tenu

- responsable du paiement de ces frais. Les étudiants sélectionnés doivent prouver a leur université d'origine qu'ils ont les
moyens financier adéquats pour le voyage de et vers I'université d’origine et pour la subsistance pendant leur séjour.

7. Le PoOle Stratégie et Partenariats Internationaux de Sciences Po Lyon et I'International Office de I'Université de Goa sont les
services en charge de la mise en ceuvre de programme d’échange d’étudiants.

9. Cet addendum prend effet a la date de sa signature pour une durée de cing ans. Il sera renouvelé par tacite reconduction

pour de nouvelles périodes successives de cing ans sauf si une partie avise I'autre partie par écrit, au moins douze mois
avant la fin d’une période de cing ans, de son intention de le dénoncer ou de le réviser.
